While employed in this category, students must be enrolled, at the District, in
and maintain a minimum of six (6) units during the fall and spring semesters, and a minimum of three (3) units
during summer session. For students receiving Federal Work Study, the six (6) unit enrollment requirements do not
apply. Federal Work Study students may be enrolled less than half time in accordance with the U. S. Department of
Education Financial Aid regulations.

Maximum Work Hours: Student Assistants may work up to a maximum of twenty (20) hours per week district-wide
while classes or finals are in session.
